As Catholics, our mission is clear-we are called
upon to share our faith as disciples ourselves and
disciple-makers as Jesus preached: “Go, therefore,
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I
have commanded of you.” (Matthew 28:19-20)
Since each parish and the Diocese are partners in
this work, robust support of parish offertory and
the Diocesan Appeal ensures the Church has the
resources it needs to carry out its mission.

15th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Once I asked a fallen-away Catholic friend of mine what he remembered
about the parish priest from his youth. He said, “He was a gentle, nice
guy. Kind of vanilla. Kept to himself.” It struck me that he, perhaps like
many, perceive Catholic priests as the following: lonely, harmless, and
self-sufficient. As a challenge both to this perception (accurate or not) and
to us priests who perhaps feel a pull in that uninspiring direction, stands
the mighty image of what we see in the Gospel this Sunday. Jesus sent out
his apostles, “two-by-two, with power over demons, and without money
belts.” Two-by-two: they enjoyed deep fellowship and brotherhood. Pow-
er over demons: they were anything but harmless. These men wielded
enormous power against evil. Without money belts: they were not self-
sufficient. They needed others to help them. Not lonely, but in communi-
ty. Not harmless but armed with massive spiritual energy. Not self-
sufficient, but poor and in need of help. This is a challenge to me, and
perhaps to all of us, living in a rich, secularized, and individualized cul-
ture. Do I embrace my priestly ministry in deep fellowship with other
priests? Do I speak and act boldly to drive out evil where it is found? Do 1
live poorly and simply, trusting in the help of those around me even for
basic needs? The fruitfulness of priestly ministry largely depends on these
three traits. Let’s pray for all priests — and, by extension, all of us Chris-
tians — to live more like Jesus’ communal, poor, and powerful apostles.

OUR LADY OF MOUNT CARMEL

What We Carry from Town to Town

In my experience, there are two kinds of people: the folks who kick
off their shoes the second they walk through the door, and the ones
who don’t. People can feel strongly about this on both sides. The
main thrust of the Shoes-Off Brigade seems to be this: we track a lot
of weird stuff on the soles of our feet. Little reminders of all the
places we’ve been — whether it’s a private home or a public bath-
room — cling to our shoes long after we leave. This same theory
applies to our spiritual lives. As human beings and as disciples, we
visit a lot of figurative towns and pick up a lot of figurative dust.
Sinfulness. Shame. Defeat. Anger. Fear. Doubt. No matter how hard
we try to keep free of it, these things have a way of attaching them-
selves to us, sometimes without us even noticing. We need to take a
good look at what unhelpful and unconstructive baggage from our
past we’re tracking into our present and future encounters. What is
the “town” God is asking you to visit today in His name? Is it a
tough conversation with a friend, a brief witness to a stranger in the
checkout line, a call to be present to someone in your family? Be-
fore you go, remember, shake off the dust. Don’t let a past disap-
pointment constrain you. Don’t allow yesterday’s failures or bur-
dens to keep you from the joy of today’s witness, whatever form it
might take.
