Pentecost Sunday

When I was a seminarian almost 20 years ago, a bank vice president
taught us etiquette classes. She said, “Gentlemen, please make sure your
breath isn’t bad. Take some breath mints before you hear confessions,
okay?” We nervously laughed because the proximity that makes breath
noticeable (whether pleasant or not) can be a bit awkward. When Jesus
breathes on his Apostles (John 20:22), he must have been within inches
of at least some of them. This closeness of his breath has a purpose: the
purpose of forgiveness of sins. “Whose sins you forgive are forgiven
them” (John 20:23). Why in the world would the almost uncomfortable
closeness of his breath forgive sins? In the Bible, breath is spirit or wind.
It comes from above and makes that which is below to have identity. To
not have a single identity is to be multiple, divided. The word “sin”
comes from an ancient word that means “to split” or “render asunder.”
Sin divides us sinners and the world around us; our spiritual “breath”
leaves us and our identity splinters. Only breath from above restores. For
example, a shattered vase is rendered whole because the craftsman
breathes the spirit of the vase back into it when he repairs it. A human
being shattered by sin is made whole by the breath of God, breathed by
Jesus through his priests. His breath alone forgives sins. It's always done
with his gentle, loving closeness.

Prayer Before Meals
Anyone who has ever dined in a Catholic home has probably
heard the prayer before meals that begins with the famous
words: “Bless us, O Lord, and these thy gifts.”

God in Daily Life

Question:

How do I bring God into the work of my daily life?

Answer:

Whatever your daily work, you have an opportunity to encounter
God and to follow His commandments in love. In the New Testa-
ment, we see that most of the Apostles didn’t have a previous
religious position. They were fishermen, tax collectors, and politi-
cal activists. St. Paul was a tentmaker. Among the saints, we have
doctors, lawyers, farmers, and stay-at-home moms. No matter
your daily tasks, God can be present there! One way concerns
behavior. Start with an examination of conscience. Look at areas
where you tend to struggle to imitate Christ at work. Do you gos-
sip? Does brimming frustration become impatience at home? Pick
one sin you struggle with, then choose a virtue to strengthen that
area. If you tend to speak poorly of your co-workers, resolve to
stop and to say one kind thing a day instead. Another way relates
to perspective, particularly your perspective of others. Jesus’ in-
carnation reminds us of the value of every human being. Jesus is
God, and each of us is created in God’s image. When you encoun-
ter another person, you have an opportunity to see God in a new
place and a new way — in that person in front of you. Genuinely
listen to them and be present to their concerns. Loving your
neighbor is loving God! Our relationship with God and the love
He inspires in our hearts shouldn’t remain only at church on Sun-
day. We can — and should — let our faith animate our lives!
