     In addition to our Advent lessons, Mrs. Hoffay will be reading The Pope’s Cat by John Sweeney to the stu-
dents each morning. This is a fabulous story based in the Vatican that follows the pope’s cat as she explores the 
many interesting locations in the Vatican. Through this mischievous cat’s adventures, the students will learn 
about the Vatican, the Via della Conciliazione, St. Peter’s Square, the Sistine Chapel, and so much more! Each 
morning we will be taking a virtual field trip to Rome through a slide show that has been prepared to show the
