Isaiah 9: 6
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he story of the three Magi searching for
Christ has much to teach us about seeking
Jesus. Today’s reading teaches the meaning

of the feast of Epiphany, that Jesus’ mission is universal.

How do we know that Je-
sus came for the sake of all
people? The Gospel today
tells the story of the Magi,
who saw the sign of a star
in the east and knew that
something special had hap-
pened. They saw a sign
given not specifically to the Jews, but to all those who

would seek God and seek Him for the right reasons.

Other passages of scripture reveal that the Magi were
not the only ones who would seek the newborn king. It
was not only the wise, that could interpret the stars, or
those who were rich enough to bring luxurious gifts, but
also poor shepherds who came to pay homage to the
Christ. Jesus came to all people to show us God’s stead-
fast love and to rule in the hearts of all people who rec-

ognize His Lordship.

till today, the revelation continues for each of
us as we recognize the signs of God’s love be-
ing lived through people around us. All of us
are given moments of revelation in life, even the most

unlikely people are reached in ways that are unexpected.

We often get a glimpse of Christ
in a person who touches our
lives in some way. We need
only take notice of how Jesus is

revealed.

As members of Jesus’ body, we
fill most of the rolls in this Gos-
pel scene, we are Christ to those in need or we light the
way to those who are seeking while at the same time we
also seek to be closer to God.

Let it be our prayer this week that we will always point
the way for others who Christ longs to embrace and see
that the light of Christ shines in every corner where

there is still darkness.

What is the Solemnity of the
Epiphany?

The Epiﬁhany marks the arrival of visitors, identified in Scrip-
ture as the magi, to the place where Jesus was born. Althoug
we know virtually nothing about them, we do know they
brought three gifts:

Gold — a symbol of wealth and power identifies the recipient as
a king.

Frankincense — the crystallized resinous sap of a tree used as
incense and as an offering, is symbolic of prayer.

Myrrh — another resinous tree sap, was used in healing lini-
ments and as an embalming ointment. Myrrh is an odd gift for
a child—so, even at the beginning of Jesus' life on earth, this
gift foreshadows his death.
