The Prophetic Holy Family
Kingdom of God people are history makers. They break through the small kingdoms of this 

world to an alternative and much larger world, God’s full creation. People who are still living in 
the false self are history stoppers. They use God and religion to protect their own status and the 
status quo of the world that sustains them. They are often fearful people, the nice proper folks 
of every age who think like everyone else thinks and who have no power to break through, or as 
Jesus’ opening words put it, “to change” (Mark 1:15; Matthew 4:17).

How can we really think that Mary—if she thought like any good Jewish girl of her time was 
trained to think—could possibly be fully ready to hear, to speak, or to live out God’s message? 
She had to let God lead her outside of her box of expectations, her comfort zone, her dutiful 
religion of follow-the-leader (a feature of all religions at their lower levels). She was very young 
and largely uneducated. Perhaps theology itself is not the necessary path but instead simply 
integrity and courage. Nothing anyone said at the synagogue would have prepared Mary or 
Joseph for this situation. They both had to rely on their angels! What proper bishop would trust 
such a situation? All we know of Joseph is that he was “a just man” (Matthew 1:19), probably 
also young and uneducated. The circumstance is a total afront to our criteria and way of evalu-
ating authenticity.

So why do we love and admire people like Mary and Joseph, 
and then not imitate their faith journeys, their prophetic courage, 
their non-reassurance by the religious system?

Like the prophets we have met this year, Mary and Joseph trust-
ed their encounter with God and acted accordingly:

These were two laypeople who totally trusted their inner ex-
perience of God and followed it to Bethlehem and beyond. There 
is no mention in the Gospels of the two checking out their inner 
experiences with the high priests, the synagogue, or even their 
Jewish Scriptures. Mary and Joseph walked in courage and abso-
lute faith that their experience was true, with no one except God 
to reassure them they were right. Their only safety net was God’s 
love and mercy, a safety net they must have tried out many times, 
or else they never would have been able to fall into it so gracefully.

Mary, Mother: Reflection and Wonder
In a quiet, humble setting of a stable, Mary, 

the Mother of God, cradled her newborn son. 
This moment was the culmination of the angel-
ic announcement and the miraculous concep-
tion. She had given birth to a healthy, vibrant 
child, a reality that alone was enough to stir 
deep reflection and wonder. The simplicity of 
the scene is interrupted by the arrival of shep-
herds. These were not men of high standing or 
scholarly wisdom, but rugged, working individ-
uals, the very kind society often overlooks.

Yet, it was to these shepherds that angels 
appeared, messengers of God proclaiming the 
birth of Mary’s child. This divine choice reveals 

a profound truth about the nature of God’s 
kingdom, where the lowly are exalted and 
the marginalized are the first recipients of the 
good news. Mary’s reaction to these events is a 
testament to her faith and her role as a model 
for all believers. Faced with an extraordinary 
situation—a group of shepherds animatedly 
recounting an angelic visitation—Mary does 
not succumb to confusion or fear. She remains 
calm and collected, an anchor amidst a sea of 
wonder and mystery.

Her response is not one of dismissal or 
alarm, but of contemplation and acceptance. 
Even with a faith as robust as hers, the un-
folding events were far from ordinary. Yet, she 
embraced them with a heart open to God’s 
mysterious ways. This teaches us a valuable 
lesson about faith: it does not negate confusion 
or uncertainty; rather, it provides a framework 
within which we can reflect and seek under-
standing, even when God's ways seem beyond 
our comprehension.
