UPCOMING ROAD PROJECT
Regarding upcoming road construction along Palmer Avenue,
the Village will strive to have a walkable path from the Credit
Union parking lot on Sundays. They will have a prepared area
to park diagonally off the alley for about 25 cars for all church
events. We are also allowed to park at the Credit Union ops
center on Sundays. Our parking lot will be reserved for
handicap access. They suggested we look at ways to
encourage our parishioners, that are physically able, to park
farther away. They also suggested we look at carpooling.
The Village also said they would help as much as they are
legally able to during this time.

ADJUSTED DIOCESAN APPEAL NUMBERS
