St. Pius X
Feast Day—August 21st

Giuseppe Melchiorre Sarto was born
at Riese, in Venetia, Italy, on June

2, 1835. His family was very poor
and he was the second to ten chil-
dren. He entered the seminary at
Padua and was ordained in 1858 at the age of twenty-
three. He devoted the next seventeen years of his life to
the pastoral ministry. Appointed Canon of Treviso in
1875, he became the Bishop of Mantua in 1884. In
1892, he was appointed Cardinal and Patriarch of Ven-
ice by Pope Leo XIII.

On August 4, 1903, Cardinal Sarto was elected to
succeed Pope Leo XIII, who had died. As Pope Pius X,
his great desire was to “restore all things in Christ.” In
1905, he defied the government of France and defended
the separation of Church and state. He forbade any civil
power from interfering in a papal election. Pope Pius is
known for his battle against purging “Modernism” from
the Church. He also encouraged daily reading of the
Bible and frequent, if not daily, reception of commun-
ion—especially by children.

Pius X fought against errors that threatened the
faith, urged Christians to take a greater part in social
affairs and politics, and worked to reform the liturgical
life of the Church. He sought justice and the rightful
place of religion in his dealings with world governments
and institutions. With deep concern, he labored for
peace in a world being plunged into war. World War [
began on August 4, 1914—Pius X died on August 20,
1914. He was canonized on May 29, 1954, by Pope Pi-
us XII, the first pope to be so honored since Pius V in

1 672. (reprinted from The Book of Saints, Regina Press, 2010).
