St. Cosmas & St. Damian
Feast Day—September 26th

According to tradition, Sts. Cosmas and
Damian were twin brothers born in Arabia.
They were doctors who lived at Aegeae, Cili-
cia, and ministered to the sick. Because they
would not accept money for their services, they became
known as “the holy moneyless ones.”

They were arrested during the persecution of Christians un-
der Emperor Diocletian. They were tried by Lysias, gover-
nor of Cilicia, tortured and beheaded in 303. They are bur-
ied at Cyrrhus, Syria, and many people have been cured
