PASTORAL REFLECTION
September 21, 2025

Jesus said, “Make friends for yourselves with
dishonest wealth, so that when it fails, you will be
welcomed into eternal dwellings.” (Luke 16:9)

In this Sunday’s parable, a rich man’s steward
“makes friends for himself” by reducing the debts of his
master’s debtors. These grateful people will reward the
steward when he is fired by the rich man for squandering his
property. The steward has cunningly used worldly wealth to
have mercy on others, and that mercy will be returned one
day to him; it is even better when we use worldly wealth not
for cunning self-preservation but for the sincere intentions to
share God’s mercy with others.

Jesus calls worldly wealth “dishonest” because it
promises what it cannot deliver. Worldly wealth seems to
promise to make us happy, secure, and loved. But Jesus says
that it is not true wealth and that it actually “belongs to
another,” not only because our money will go to someone else
after we die, but also because, ultimately and properly, our
money is meant to be used for God’s mission of mercy.

So Jesus warns us, “You cannot serve both God and
mammon (money)” because we can foolishly orient our lives
around money like an idol, even prioritizing moneymaking
over Sunday worship of our merciful Savior. On the other
hand, Jesus says that when we love God with all our heart,
mind, and strength, everything else will fall into place. When
we use our money to serve God and do works of mercy for
others, we will make friends with souls who will vouch for us
at our death, when we may finally be welcomed “into eternal
dwellings.”
