PASTORAL REFLECTION 
September 28, 2025 

 

Jesus said to the Pharisees, “The rich man said, ‘Oh 
no, father Abraham, but if someone from the dead 
goes to them, they will repent.’ Then Abraham said, ‘If 
they will not listen to Moses and the prophets, neither 
will they be persuaded if someone should rise from 
the dead.’”  (Luke 16:30-31) 
 In Jesus’s parable, the rich man was in torment 
because he neglected to have mercy on the hungry man 
Lazarus lying at the rich man’s door. Apparently this torment 
is eternal, because Abraham points out a chasm between him 
and the rich man who is suffering the flames. It is a sobering 
reminder that we will be accountable for sins of omission, like 
omitting feeding the hungry, and other works of mercy.  
 The Catechism says in paragraph 2463, How can we 
not recognize Lazarus, the hungry beggar in the parable, in the 
multitude of human beings without bread, a roof or a place to 
stay? How can we fail to hear Jesus: “As you did it not to one of 
the least of these, you did it not to me” (Mt 25:45)? And when 
we pray the Lord’s Prayer and say, “Give us this day our daily 
bread,” we are expected also to share our food with our fellow 
human beings, who are made like us in God’s image and are 
members of the same human family.  
 Mother St. Teresa of Kolkata said, “At the end of life 
we will not be judged by how many 
diplomas we have received, how much 
money we have made, or how many great 
things we have done. We will be judged by, 
‘I was hungry, and you gave me something 
to eat, I was naked and you clothed me. I 
was homeless, and you took me in.’” Even if 
we start with just small acts of mercy, we 
still can offer them with great love for God.
