Am | making
them paranoid? Possibly. But that’s something they can sort out later with their therapists.

Because here’s the bottom line of it all — | don’t want to instill a fear of strangers into my kids, but | do want them to understand that you can’t
always trust people you don’t know (heck, you can't always trust the people you do know, but that’s another therapy-provoking conversation we can
have when they're older).

If someone says, “Hey, follow me,” and we don’t know them, it's not always a great idea to comply. First, we have to ask questions. “Where are
you taking me? Why are we going? Who else will be there?”

But if someone we know and love and trust says, “Hey, follow me,” we don't even think twice, and we don’t need to ask any questions. We know
wherever we're going is a safe place for us because we have a relationship with the person doing the leading. We feel comfortable putting our-
selves in their care.

That's why it's so important to Christ that we know him. That we have a relationship with him. That we trust him.

Because we don't follow strangers, do we?
